Maintaining stained exteriors.
o A surface coated with the Laqvin Ton/Clear wood-stain system will normally
last from three to six years,depending on degree of exposure. We recommend
that exterior surfaces be inspected after the first two years exposure and
subsequently every year.
o Surfaces that on inspection appear to have “thinned out”and become eroded
should be treated with a coat of exterior quality clear, oil/alkyd based or
waterborne woodstain, as recommended by your local paint store,o Pretreat
the surface by careful cleaning and sanding, prior to applying the wood stain.
Where the colour is faded or severely eroded, the clear stain should be tinted
with a suitable tinting paste.

Maintaining topcoated exteriors.
o A surface coated with the Laqvin Proof/Top system will normally last from
five to fifteen years, depending on degree of exposure. We recommend that
exterior surfaces be inspected after approximately five years and
subsequently every year.
o Surfaces that have been damaged or where the paint film has some other
form of defect should be treated with an exterior quality coating of
oil/alkyd-based primer, as recommended by your local paint store.
o Pretreat the surface by careful cleaning and sanding, prior to applying the
primer. After the primer has dried, finish with an acrylic or alkyd/oil-based
topcoat. Where the colour is faded or the surface looks generally worn, a coat
of topcoat may be added without a primer, although the surface must first be
thoroughly cleaned.

Maintaining window frame interiors.
o Use a moist cloth and washing-up liquid, wipe dry carefully.
o Avoid strong alkaline or abrasive detergents.
o Avoid solvents.
o Avoid abrasive tools.
o Avoid leaving detergents and other liquids on wood substrates, to prevent
possible absorption.

Finishing material

Wood stain
Consists of an acrylic dissolved in water and light-resistant pigment to
provide the required tint/colour. The pigment also serves to reflect solar
radiation that can damage the wood. The wood stain’s low solid content
and pigment loading create a thin transparent film, which permits the
grain and surface structure of the wood to show through. The wood
stain must be finished with a topcoat of tinted clear lacquer.

Clear lacquer
Is based on an acrylic binder. The clear lacquer is designed to protect
the substrate from wind and weather, as well as providing body and an
attractive surface. It is very important to add YZ1104 pigment
concentrate, to deflect damaging solar radiation and thereby
significantly extend the wood’s useful life.

Primer
Is normally a high-solids paint (the percentage of total solids
remaining after drying). The primer contains a range of fillers
designed to give more body and improve finishing quality. It also
ensures good adhesion on a wood substrate.

Topcoat
Is a pigmented high-solids product. The topcoat provides complete
surface coverage, more or less masking the underlying structure of
the wooden substrate. The topcoat also provides the required colour
and gloss, as well as excellent weatherproofing properties.
